When you are doing your research, as you find photos, or print outs that you can color, you should print them out and save them for later to color and add to your report
Step TWO:  PLAN (Week 3 September 6-9)
Directions: Use the COLOR CODED Strategy to PLAN out your informative piece.  This is a “guide” for you.  You can make your own and yours might be different depending upon what you are telling us about the state you researched.
Step THREE:  Draft/Translation (Week 4  September 12-16)
Directions:  Use lined paper.  Use a pencil.  Skip lines.  Translate your Color Coded Plan from “Cave-man” language into “Modern-man language”.  Remember to use complete sentences and as much as possible use three star sentences.  Do NOT worry about the revision or edition during this step.  Just get your cave-man language translated into modern man language at this point.

Step FOUR:  Revision (Week 5  September 19 - 23)
Directions:  During this school week you will be doing the revision of your draft together in class with a partner.  You will read your draft out loud to a partner who will help you to make it “SOUND” good.  Remember, the revision stage of writing is where we make it “SOUND” correct, good, right…NOT where we are making corrections to editing areas.  For the revision we will be using the ARMS strategy and either a blue or black pen.  I should see your revisions in either blue or black pen on your draft.  Should you wish to have an adult look this over, that is fine; but, I want you to be aware that I will be expecting you to do this in class with a partner this week.
Step FIVE:  Editing (Week 6 September 26-30)
Directions:  During this week, we will be editing the revised draft together in class.  For this stage, we are using the CUPS strategy for editing and a red pen.  I should see the red corrections on your paper.  Once you have gone over your own paper, you will switch papers with a peer to have them edit it.  At this point we should not be making any “revisions” only editing corrections.  Should you wish to have an adult look this over, that is fine; but, I want you to be aware that I will be expecting you to do this in class with a partner this week.
Step SIX:  Final Draft (Week 7  October 3-5)
Directions: During this week, you will be given time in school, in computer class as well as some additional time in the lab to type your final draft and print it.  I want you to follow these guidelines:

Step SEVEN:  Visual Aids (Week 8 October 17-21)

Oral Presentation: (Week 9 October 24-27)
Directions: This week you will be presenting your state as an oral report.  I will be grading you not only on how you present your state, but on how well you attend to others giving their presentations.  This is all a learning process…how to give oral presentations.  I don’t want you to just read your report…I want you to “PRESENT” your state.  We will be talking about this more in class.  Don’t worry…very few people actually like giving oral presentations and most people are scared to be up in front of other people presenting.  We will work through it all and it will be OK. I promise!

Rubrics for the report and oral presentation:
	Research
	Student is expected to gather information on the State using various resources.  Student will be able to report on multiple areas of interest on the state using the research.  Student will determine sources that are appropriate for gathering data, and be able to navigate the available sources to determine the best way to conduct research.  Some of the research will be done on-line using the internet, some of the research will be done using traditional media such as books, encyclopedias, magazines.  

	Citations
	Student is expected to cite the information gathered from the resources.  At this point, I am looking only for the name of the reference.  The name will be put into parentheses within the report and then again in the bibliography.  

	Bibliography
	Student is expected to have a separate page titled “Bibliography”.  This page will have reference to the sources used to gather information for the report.  At this point, I want 

1.  The name of the source.  

2.  The author of the source and 

3. The date of the source.

	Table of Contents
	Student is expected to have a separate page titled “Table of Contents”.  This page will reference what is within the report and what pages those items may be found on.

	Outline/Plan
	Student will be expected to turn in the plan/outline used to prepare to write this report.  It will be in the form of the color coded plan.  

	First Draft
	Student is expected to complete a first draft of the report.  Skipping lines, print or cursive, in pencil.  The revisions should be visible with a blue or black pen on the draft, and the editing should be visible with a red pen on the draft.

	Second Draft
	Student is expected to have a second draft with the corrections (revisions/editing) from the first draft.  Second draft is to be revised and edited as well using the blue or black pen and the red pen.

	Final 
	Student is expected to type the final draft.  Final draft should be the second draft with all of the corrections (revisions, editing) fixed.  

	Oral Presentation
	Student is expected to give an oral presentation of his/her state.  This is NOT reading the report, it is “presenting” the information learned about the state to the class.  Student will be graded on eye contact, voice volume, rate, inflection, and overall presentation.  Students will also be graded on behavior and attentiveness during peer presentations as an audience member.
